CHAPTER 62.

FOR THE RELIEF OF GEO. A. BROOKE.

AN ACT for the relief of Geo. A. Brooke.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:
SECTION 1. That the sum of forty-three ($43.00) dol-

lars be paid to Geo. A. Brooke out of any money in the
State Treasury, not otherwise appropriated, for services
rendered on "Board of Coal Mine Examiners," and that
the State Auditor is hereby authorized to draw a warrant
for said amount.
