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but not oftener than once each year, form their re-
spective counties or any part thereof into one or
more suitable and convenient road districts, not ex-
ceeding nine in number, and cause a description
thereof to be entered upon the county records: Pro-
vided, that the size and form of each road district
shall be such as to permit personal oversight and
management by one road supervisor.

SALARY OF COURT BAILIFFS IN COUNTIES HAVING MORE
THAN 150,000 POPULATION.

AN ACT relating to the salaries of Superior Court bailiffs in coun-
ties having a population of more than one hundred fifty
thousand.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. Bailiffs of the several superior
courts, appointed by the respective judges thereof,
in counties of this state having a population of more
than one hundred fifty thousand, shall be paid for
their services one hundred and twenty-five dollars
per month by the county in which the court is held.
