DISPLAY OF FLAGS OR INSIGNIA OF GROUPS HOSTILE
TO GOVERNMENT.

AN ACT forbidding the ownership, possession or display of certain

emblems, and providing penalties.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. No flag, banher. standard. insiwnia. Emblems of
seditious and

sons who, by their laws, rules, declarations, doc-
trines, creeds, purposes, practices or efforts, es-
pouse, propose or advocate any theory, principle
or form of government antagonistic to, or subver-
sive of, the constitution, its mandates, or laws of the
United States or of this state, shall be displayed in Unlawful

SEC. 2. The ownership or possession of any ar- Unlawful

ticle or thing, the display of which is forbidden possession.

by this act, shall be unlawful.
SEC. 3. Any person who violates this act shall Penalties.

be guilty of a felony. An officer, trustee, director,
agent or employee of a corporation or association
who participates in the doing, or assists or acts for
the corporation or association in the doing, of any-
thing prohibited by this act, shall be guilty of a
felony.

AN ACT relating to the duties of the county auditor and amend-
ing section 8786 of Remington & Ballinger's Annotated Codes
and Statutes of Washington.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of

SECTION 1. That section 8786 of Rem. & Bal.
