VETERANS' BONUS.
AN ACT relating to payment of a bonus to veterans of World

War II, and amending section 73.32.030, R.C.W.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. Section 73.32.030, R.C.W., as derived Amendment.

and service act of 1940 and executive order No. 8606,
but who were inducted into the armed forces and
assigned to noncombatant service and who did not
otherwise refuse to subject themselves to full mili-
tary discipline and unqualified service.
