WASHINGTON ANIMAL REMEDY ACT.

AN AcTt relating to the regulation of animal remedies; providing
a short title; and amending section 1, chapter 211, Laws of
1939 (uncodified).

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SecTioN 1. Section 1, chapter 211, Laws of 1939
(uncodified) is amended to read as follows:

This act may be cited as the Washington animal
remedy act.

FIRE PROTECTION OF ESTABLISHMENTS FOR
MENTALLY ILL AND ALCOHOLICS.

AN AcTt relating to standards for fire protection and the en-
forcement thereof in private establishments caring for the
insane, alleged insane, mentally ill, mentally incompetent
persons, or alcoholics; adding a new section to chapter 25,
Laws of 1959, and to chapter 71.12 RCW.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington.:

SectioN 1. There is added to chapter 25, Laws
of 1959 and to chapter 71.12 RCW, a new section to
read as follows:

Standards for fire protection and the enforcement
thereof, with respect to all establishments to be
licensed hereunder, shall be the responsibility of the
state fire marshal, who shall adopt such recognized
standards as may be applicable to such establish-
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
