STATE LIBRARY COMMISSIONERS-EXPENSES.

AN ACT relating to the Washington state library commission;
and amending section 1, chapter 5, Laws of 1941 and
RCW 27.04.020.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

RCW 27.04.020 are each amended to read as follows:
commision A state library commission is hereby created

created. which shall consist of the superintendent of public

instruction, who shall be ex officio chairman of said
commission and four commissioners appointed by
the governor, one of whom shall be a library trustee
at the time of appointment and one a certified
librarian actually engaged in library work at the
time of appointment. The first appointments shall
be for terms of one, two, three and four years
respectively, and thereafter one commissioner shall
be appointed each year to serve for a four year
term. Vacancies shall be filled by appointments for
the unexpired terms. Each commissioner shall serve
without salary or other compensation for his serv-
ices, but necessary expenses, not exceeding one
thousand dollars per annum for the entire commis-
sion, shall be paid from the general funds appropri-
ated and available for the use of the state library.
