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shall immediately notify the superintendent of public instruction of ((hts)) the ac-
tion and shall fully and clearly state ((hts)) the reasons therefor, and the p_erson
aggrieved shall have the right of appeal to the superintendent of public instruc-
tion, and shall have the further right of appeal to the state board of education.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 6. If any provision of this 1976 amendatory act, or its
application to any person or circumstance is held invalid, the remainder of the

act, or the application of the provision to other persons or circumstances is not
affected.

CHAPTER 93

DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL AND HEALTH
SERVICES——APPROPRIATION——
MENTAL HEALTH FACILITIES

AN ACT Relating to appropriations; making an appropriation to the department of social and health
services; and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

NEW SECTION. Section 1. There is hereby appropriated to the department of
social and health services from the department of social and health services con-
struction account (HJR 52), the sum of eight hundred one thousand three hun-
dred twenty—eight dollars, or so much thereof as may be necessary, to supplement
federal and local funds under Community Mental Health Centers construction
grant number 10-C-530-03-1-67-0 for construction of a mental health wing at
Children's Orthopedic Hospital located in Seattle, Washington and a mental
health facility at Seattle Mental Health Institute.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. Notwithstanding the provisions of chapter 276, sec-
tion 5(3)(g), Laws of 1975 Ist ex. sess. (uncodified), $800,000 appropriated from

the DSHS construction account (HJR 52) to construct and equip one community
health center shall not be expended.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. This act is necessary for the immediate preservation
of the public peace, health, and safety, the support of the state government and its
existing public institutions, and shall take effect immediately.
