APPROPRIATION FOR LEGISLATIVE EXPENSES.

AN Act appropriating the sum of forty thousand dollars ($40,-
000.00), or so much-thereof as may be necessary, for the ex-
penses of the extraordinary session of the Legislature con-
vened June 23, 1909.

Beit ¢enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

Secrion 1. That there be and there is hereby appro-

. priated out of the funds of the State of Washington not

otherwise appropriated the sum of forty thousand dollars

($40,000), or so much thereof as may be necessary, to be

used for the purpose of paying the expenses of the extra-

ordinary session of the Legislature of the State of Wash-

ington, convened June 23, 1909.

CHAPTER 2.

APPROPRIATION FOR LEGISLATIVE PRINTING.

AN Act appropriating the sum of thirty-five hundred dollars, or
so much thereof as may be necessary, to pay for such print-
ing as may be ordered by the extraordinary session of the
Legislature, or either branch thereof, convened June 23, 1909,
and for the printing of the Journals of the Senate and the
House of Representatives of the regular and special sessions
of the Legislature of the State of Washington of 1909.

Beit enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

Section 1. That there be and there is hereby appro-
