SEC. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate

and the support of the state government and its ex-
isting public institutions, and shall take effect im-
mediately.

CREDITS ALLOWED ISLAND COUNTIES AGAINST PERMA-
NENT HIGHWAY FUND.

AN ACT providing for the disposition of motor vehicle license fees
collected in counties composed entirely of islands.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. All fees collected for motor vehicle
Motor vehicle licenses in counties composed entirely of islandslicense fees

cfilind shall be paid into the state treasury as other funds
are paid, and, after deducting therefrom the ex-
penses of issuing such licenses, the, same shall be
placed in the permanent highway fund to the credit
of the county from which such fees came; such
money shall be expended on permanent highways
under the provisions of Chapter 35 of the Laws of
1911, and laws amendatory thereof or supplemental
thereto.
