STATE FLAG.

AN Acr relating to the state flag and amending Section 1 of Chap-
ter 174, Laws of 1923.

Be'it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

§ 10964-1 SECTION 1. That section 1 of chapter 174 of theRem. 1923

S.4-1, Laws of 1923 be amended to read as follows:
Cee's Section 1. That the official flag of the State of

Washington shall be of dark green silk or buntingState flag.
Described. and shall bear in its center a reproduction of the seal
Established.

of the State of Washington embroidered, printed,
painted or stamped thereon. The edges of the flag
may, or may not, be fringed. If a fringe is used
the same shall be of gold or yellow color of the same
shade as the seal. The dimensions of the flag may
vary.

Passed the Senate December 18, 1925.
Vetoed December 24, 1925.
Passed over Governor's veto January 2, 1926.
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
