CRIMINAL CODE: CRIME ATTEMPTED WHILE ARMED
WITH DEADLY WEAPON.

AN ACT relating to crimes and punishments.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. Any person who shall attempt to
Crime commit a crime punishable as a felony while armed

completed if with *a pistol, revolver, or deadly weapon, shall,
