CHAPTER 268.

METROPOLITAN PARK DISTRICTS—LIMIT OF INDEBTED-
NESS.

AN Acr relating to Metropolitan Park Districts, prescribing a limit
of indebtedness therein and amending section 6725 Reming-
ton’s Compiled Statutes of Washington.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Section 1. That section 6725 of Remington’s
Compiled Statutes of Washington be amended to
read as follows:

Section 6725. KEach and every metropolitan
park district heretofore or hereafter organized pur-
suant to this chapter is hereby authorized and em-
powered, by and through its board of commissioners,
to contract indebtedness for park, boulevard, park-
way, aviation landings and play ground purposes,
and the extension and mainterance thereof, not ex-
ceeding one-fourth of one per cent of the taxable
property in such metropolitan park district to be
ascertained by the last assessment for state and
county purposes previous to the incurring of such
indebtedness.
