MANUFACTURES AT STATE PENITENTIARY.

AN AcT relating to manufactures at the state penitentiary and
repealing certain acts and parts of acts in relation thereto.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. That section 2 of chapter CVII
Statutes (107) of the Laws of 1891, page 202; sections 4 and
repealed. 5 of chapter LXXXVI (86) of the Laws of 1893,

pages 212-213; chapter CXXXII (132) of the Laws
of 1895, pages 343-344; chapter 135 of the Laws of
1907, pages 260-262, and chapter 13 of the Laws of
1909, pages 14-15, are hereby repealed.

ENTICING SEAMEN TO DESERT.

That sections 1222 and 1223 of the
Statutes Code of Washington Territory of 1881 are hereby
repeq*ed. repealed.
