LEGAL HOLIDAYS.

AN Acrt relating to legal holidays and repealing Chapter LIX of
the Laws of 1887-8; Chapter XXI and XLI of the Laws of
1891; Chapter III of the Laws of 1895; Chapters 9 and 87
of the Laws of 1911, and Chapter 36 of the Laws of the
Extraordinary Session of 1925.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Sectioxn 1. The following are legal holidays,
namely: Sunday; the first day of January, com-
monly called New Years Day; the twelfth day of
February, the same being the anniversary of the
birth of Abraham Lincoln; the twenty-second day of
February, the same being the anniversary of the
birth of George Washington; the thirtieth day of
May, commonly known as Memorial or Decoration
Day; the fourth day of July, the same being the
anniversary of the Declaration of Independence; tha
first Monday in September, to be known as Labor
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
