Ax Acr providing for the naming of a state park situate in sec-
tions 3, 10 and 15, in township 10 north, range 2 west W. M.,
in Cowlitz county.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington :

Sectiox 1. That those parts of sections 3, 10 and
15, in township 10 north, range 2 W. M., in Cowlitz
county, acquired by the state for park purposes
under the provisions of chapter 215 of the Laws of
1929, be and are named and shall be known and
designated as Barnes state park.

PROTECTING HOTEL KEEPERS.
