REGULATING BARBER SHOPS.

AN Acrt authorizing all cities of the first, second, third and fourth
class in the state to regulate by ordinance the hours and
time of opening and closing of barber shops. .

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington :

Secrion 1. The governing body of any city of
the first, second, third and fourth class in the state
shall have power to regulate and fix by ordinance
the hours and time of opening and closing of bar-
ber shops on week days [and] to provide that any
violation of such ordinance shall be a misdemeanor,
and to fix and enforce penalties within the limit of
the jurisdiction of such cities for such violation.
