CHAPTER 30.
[S. B. 98.]
POLICE RELIEF AND PENSION FUND.

AN Acr relating to police relief and pension funds in cities of
the first class and amending section 3 of chapter 39 of the
Laws of Washington for 1909, as amended by section 1 of
chapter 101 of the Laws of Washington for 1929.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Secrion 1. That section 3 of chapter 39 of
the Laws of Washington for 1909, as amended by
section 1 of chapter 101 of the Laws of Washing-
ton for 1929, be amended to read as follows:

Section 3. From the following sources and at
the time when the annual tax levy of such city is
made, the city council or other legislative body of
such city shall order the transfer of a sufficient
amount of money into such fund, in addition to
the salary deduction provided for in the last para-
graph of this section, to meet the financial require-
ments thereof, to-wit: '

1. From moneys collected or received from all
licenses issued.

2. From fines and forfeitures collected or re-

‘ceived in money for violation of city ordinances.

3. A sum equal to two per centum (2%) of
the monthly compensation paid each police officer,
which sum shall be deducted monthly from the .
salary of each police officer by the city treasurer
and placed in said fund.
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
