PROTECTION AND DEVELOPMENT OF FORESTS.
AN ACT to provide for the protection and development of forests

and authorizing the state supervisor of forestry to act in
conjunction with private corporations in so doing, and de-
claring an emergency.

Be it entcted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. The state supervisor of forestry Supervisor

SEC. 2. Any private corporation organized and Private cor-

existing under the laws of this state, or organized
under the laws of any other state and legally quali-
fied to transact business in this state, may, where
its articles of incorporaton or charter so provide,
contract with the state supervisor of forestry for
the purposes provided for in section 1 hereof.

SEC. 3. Before any such private corporation Conditions
precedentshall be qualified to enter into any such contract, tocontract-

ofiing withthere shall be incorporated into the articles of in- state.

Any undertaking for the protection and
development of the forests of the state under this
act shall be regulated and controlled by a contract
to be entered into between said qualified private
corporation and the state supervisor of forestry,
such contract to outline the lands involved and the
conditions and details of said undertaking, includ-
ing an exact specification of the amount of funds
to be made available by said corporation- and the
time and manner of the disbursement thereof: Pro-

Financial vided, however, That before entering into any such
qualifications contract, the state supervisor of forestry shall be

satisfied that said private corporation is financially
solvent and will be able to carry out the project
outlined in said contract: And provided further,

Expense That the state supervisor of forestry shall have
itract. charge of the project for the protection and develop-

ment of the forest area described in such contract,
and that any expense incurred by said state super-
visor of forestry under any such contract shall be
