CHAPTER 47.

COMPENSATION OF APPOINTIVE OFFICERS.

AN Acrt relating to the salary and compensation of certain ap-
pointive state officers and employees, and declaring that this
© act shall take effect immediately.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Secrion 1. Wherever the salary or compensa-
tion of any state officer appointed by the governor,
or of any employee in any office or department
under the control of any such officer, is fixed by
statute, such salary may hereafter, from time to
time, be changed by the governor, and he shall have
power to fix such salary or compensation at any
amount not to exceed the amount fixed by statute.

Sec. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate
support of the state government and its existing
public institutions and shall take effect immedi-
ately.
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
