JURY FEES AND MILEAGE.

AN ACT relating to schedule of fees of jurors and amending sec-
tion 4229 of Remington's Compiled Statutes of Washington,
as amended by chapter 171 of the Laws of 1927.

Section 4229. Each grand and petit juror shall J.ror, fees.

receive for each day's attendance upon the superior
court, beside mileage, three dollars.
For each day's attendance upon a justice of the peace court. .$1.00
For serving on a coroner's jury, per day................... 1.00
Mileage, each way, per mile............................... .10

Provided, That a person excused from jury service Excused
at his own request shall be allowed not more than a jurors.
