CITIES OF THE THIRD CLASS.

AN ACT relating to the government, powers and duties of cities
of third class, and amending section 1 of chapter 184 of the
Laws of 1915.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

§ 1, s1 SECTION 1. Th1t section 1 of Chapter 184 of the
Laws of 1915. Laws of 1915, (section 9114, Rem. Comp. Stat.; sec-

tion 784, Pierce's Code) be and is amended to read
as follows:

Cities ofEvrcopatn
third class: Section 1. Every municipal corporation of the

third class shall be entitled " The City....................................
Name. (naming it)," and by such name shall have perpet-

ual sucession, may sue and be sued in all courts
and places, and in all proceedings whatever; shall
have and use a common seal, alterable at the plea-

Powers. sure of the city authorities, and may purchase, lease,
receive, hold, and enjoy real and personal property,
and control and dispose of the same for the com-
mon benefit; and with the consent of the dedicator
or donor, his heirs, successors or assigns may ex-
change any property heretofore or hereafter ac-
quired for park purposes for other property to be
dedicated for park purposes, and may make, execute
and deliver any and all proper conveyances to ef-
feet such exchange. All such exchanges of property
heretofore made by such cities are hereby confirmed
and validated.
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
