HIGHWAYS—LAND SURVEYS,

AN Act authorizing the Director of Highways fo enter upon
any lands for purposes of making surveys for highway
purposes, :

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SectiOoN 1. The Director of Highways or his duly rand

authorized and acting assistants, agents or appointees highway
shall have the right to enter upon any land, real department.
estate or premises in this state, whether public or
private, for purposes of making examinations, loca-
tions, surveys and appraisals for highway purposes.
The making of any such entry for said purposes shall
not constitute any trespass by said Director or by
his duly authorized and acting assistants, agents or
appointees.
