COUNTY CURRENT EXPENSE FUND.
AN Acrt relating to counties; current expense fund.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SecrioN 1. Every county shall maintain a cur-
rent expense fund to which shall be credited all
taxes levied for that purpose and all fees collected,
fines assessed and forfeitures adjudged in the county
the proceeds of which have not been specifically
allocated to any other purpose.
