ANi ACT extending the period of effectiveness of chapter 281,

Laws of 1943, relating to transportation of persons within
the state by motor vehicle; amending section 16, chapter
281, Laws of 1943, and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SEc~rioN 1. Section 16, chapter 281, Laws of 1943,
'is amended to read as follows:

Section 16. This act shall expire six months after Period of
