PROBATE LAW—LINEAL DESCENDANTS.

AN Acr relating to probate law and procedure, and amending
section 34, chapter 156, Laws of 1917 (sec. 1404, Rem.
Rev, Stat.; sec. 219-21, PPC).

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of

Washington:

SEcTION 1. Section 34, chapter 156, Laws of 1917
(sec. 1404, Rem. Rev. Stat.; sec. 219-21, PPC) is
hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 34. When any estate shall be devised or
bequeathed to any child, grandchild, or other rela-
tive of the testator, and such devisee or legatee shall
die before the testator, having lineal descendants,
such descendants shall take the estate, real and per-
sonal, as such devisee or legatee would have done in
case he had survived the testator. A spouse is not
a relative under the provisions of this section.
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
