DESTRUCTION OF HIGHWAY OR ROAD SIGNS.

AN Acr relating to willful vandalism as to highway or road
signs or devices; providing penalties; and amending section
47.36.150, R.C.W.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SEcTION 1. Section 47.36.150, R.C.W., as derived
from section 64, chapter 53, Laws of 1937, is amended
to read as follows:

A person who willfully defaces, mutilates, dam-
ages, removes, alters, or in any manner injures or
destroys any sign, signal, signboard, directional or
informational sign, or other traffic device erected or
maintained by the director upon a public highway,
or under his direction, or by a person under permit,
or by a county, city or town, shall be guilty of a mis-
demeanor punishable by a fine of not less than
twenty-five or more than one hundred dollars, or by
imprisonment for not less than ten or more than
thirty days. The minimum sentence provided shall
not be suspended.
