RECONVEYANCE OF PUBLIC LANDS.

AN Act authorizing the state forest board to reconvey certain
agricultural lands in Klickitat County, and amending sec-
tion 1, chapter 185, Laws of 1945.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SecTioN 1. Section 1, chapter 185, Laws of 1945
(uncodified), is amended to read as follows:

The state forest board is hereby empowered to
reconvey by quit claim deed certain lands hereto-
fore acquired through tax foreclosure and subse-
quently deeded by Klickitat County to said state
forest board: Provided, however, That only such
lands as may be determined by a board comprised
of a representative of the soil conservation service,
the extension service of the State College of Wash-
ington, the division of forestry and the chairman of
the board of county commissioners of Klickitat
County, to be more suitable for agricultural develop-
ment than the growing of timber, shall be affected by
the provisions of this act.
