lication by said chapter, include also in said publica-
tion those laws of a general and permanent nature
enacted by the First Extraordinary Session of the
thirty-second legislature which convened on March
27, 1951, and those laws of a general and permanent
nature enacted by this Second Extraordinary Session
of the thirty-second legislature, which convened on
August 24, 1951. The laws hereby directed to be in-
cluded in said publication shall be edited in the man-
ner set forth in section 4, chapter 155, Laws of 1951.

SEc. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health and safety,
the support of the state government and its existing
public institutions, and shall take effect immediately.
