PUBLIC LANDS—SALE OF PROPERTY IN
COWLITZ COUNTY.

AN Acr relating to the sale and conveyance of certain real prop-
erty in Cowlitz county; and providing for the disposition of
the proceeds thereof.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of

Washington: :

Section 1. The director of conservation and de-
velopment may sell lots 1, 2, 3 and 4 of block 2, Cen-
tral Addition to the city of Kelso, Cowlitz county,
Washington, according to the duly recorded plat
thereof, together with appurtenances, to the Kelso
Young Men'’s Christian Association, for such price as
will meet the approval of the governor.

Sec. 2. The governor is hereby authorized and
directed to execute, and the secretary of state to
attest, a proper deed to effectuate the purposes of
section 1 hereof.

Sec. 3. The consideration received from the sale
provided for in section 1 hereof shall be credited to
the Clark-McNary fund.
