METROPOLITAN PARK DISTRICT OF TACOMA—
CONVEYANCE OF LAND.

An Act authorizing the metropolitan park district of Tacoma to
sell to the Oakland Presbyterian church an undivided one-
half ownership in a parcel of land located in the city of
Tacoma.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Section 1. The board of park commissioners of
the metropolitan park district of Tacoma is author-
ized and empowered to convey to the Oakland Pres-
byterian church for such consideration as may be
determined by the board of park commissioners of
the metropolitan park district of Tacoma and the
board of trustees of the Oakland Presbyterian church
its undivided one-half interest in a parcel of land
located in the city of Tacoma, Pierce county, Wash-
ington, and more particularly described as follows:

All of that part of the north half of the northeast
quarter of the southwest quarter of section twelve,
township twenty north, range two east of W.M., lying
southerly and southwesterly of Center street exten-
sion; except a strip one hundred twenty feet wide
adjoining Center street.

Subject to rights of way and easements of record
to the city of Tacoma.
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
