DEFICIENCY APPROPRIATION-DEPARTMENT
OF HEALTH.

AN ACT making a deficiency appropriation for medical services,
as provided by law, for the department of health; and de-
claring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. By reason of a deficiency existing in ]Deficiency

Second Extraordinary Session of the 1951 Legisla-
ture, the sum of five million six hundred thousand
dollars, or so much thereof as may be necessary, is
hereby appropriated to the department of health,
from the general fund for the biennium ending
March 31, 1953.

SEC. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate Emergency.

preservation of the public peace, health and safety,
and support of the state government and its existing
public institutions, and shall take effect immediately.
