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MOTOR VEHICLES-SPEED LIMITS.

AN ACT relating to speed on public highways; and amending
section 46.48.021, chapter 12, Laws of 1961 (House Bill No.
2) and RCW 46.48.021.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. Section 46.48.021, chapter 12, Laws RCW46.8.021

of 1961 (House Bill No. 2) and RCW 46.48.021 are
each amended to read as follows:

Subject to RCW 46.48.010, and except in those Speed limits
at intersectionsinstances where a lower maximum lawful speed is outside city

provided by this chapter or otherwise, it shall be or towni.

unlawful for the operator of any vehicle to operate
the same at a speed in excess of thirty-five miles per
hour in traversing any intersection of public high-
ways outside of incorporated cities and towns where
the operator's view is obstructed to the extent that
at any time during the last one hundred feet of his
approach to an intersection he does not have a clear
and uninterrupted view of such intersection, and
of all public highways entering such intersection
for a distance of one hundred feet along the center
line of each thereof: Provided, That it shall be the
duty of local authorities to sign post such intersec-
tions: Provided further, That this provision shall
not apply to operators upon arterial highways out-
side of incorporated cities and towns.
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
