TOLL FACILITIES-—PROHIBITED ACTS.

corporation empowered to operate toll facilities, at
the entrance to which appropriate signs have been
erected to notify traffic that it is entering a toll
facility or its approaches and is subject to the pay-
ment of tolls at the designated station for collecting
tolls, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor if:
(a) he refuses to pay, evades, or attempts to
evade the payment of such tolls, or who shall use
or attempt to use any spurious or counterfeit tickets,
coupons or tokens for payment of any such tolls, or
(b) he turns, or attempts to turn, the vehicle
around in the bridge, tunnel, loading terminal, ap-
proach or toll plaza where signs have been erected
forbidding such turns, or
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(¢) he refuses to pass through the toll gates
after having come within the area where signs have
been erected notifying traffic that it is entering the
area where toll is collectible or where vehicles may
not turn around and where vehicles are required to
pass through the toll gates for the purpose of col-
lecting tolls.
