EGG DEALER'S LICENSE FEE.

AN ACT relating to eggs and egg products; and amending sec-
tion 5, chapter 193, Laws of 1955, and RCW 69.24.170.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

ROW 69.24.170 SECTION 1. Section 5, chapter 193, Laws of 1955,
amended, and RCW 69.24.170 are each amended to read as f ol-

lows:
There shall be paid to the director with each

application for an egg dealer's license an annual
license fee of five dollars. The proceeds from the
license fees shall be expended by the director to
assist in defraying salaries and expenses incurred
in the enforcement of the provisions of this chapter.
