tion district, each of which is separately authorized
to operate or provide under terms mutually agreed
upon by the governing bodies of such public agen-
cies. The governing body of a third or fourth class
city may join with the governing body of any of the
other public agencies in buying supplies, equipment,
and services collectively, by establishing and main-
taining a joint purchasing agency or otherwise, as
may be necessary under the circumstances.

AERONAUTICS COMMISSION—ACCOUNTING AND
ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEDURES.

AN Acrt relating to aeronautics, airports, and air facilities; and
adding a new section to chapter 165, Laws of 1947 and to
chapter 14.04 RCW.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SectioN 1. There is added to chapter 165, Laws
of 1947 and to chapter 14.04 RCW a new section to
read as follows:

The aeronautics commission is authorized to es-
tablish the necessary accounts or administrative pro-
cedures required by conditions attached to transfers
of airport facilities from the federal government to
the state of Washington.
