PUBLIC LANDS-LEASE FOR SHELLFISH PROPAGATION.
AN ACT relating to food fish and shellfish; and amending section

142, chapter 255, Laws of 1927 as last amended by section
9, chapter 73, Laws of 1961 and RCW 79.01.568.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

-Authorized, either side thereof, shall be subject to lease for the

purpose of planting and cultivating thereon artificial
oyster beds, or for the purpose of cultivating clams
and other edible shellfish for periods not to exceed
ten years to any one person or corporation.

Where the lands are used for the cultivation of
oysters, the parcels leased shall not exceed forty
acres.

Where the land is used for the cultivation of
clams, the commissioner may, in his discretion, grant
leases for larger parcels.
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
