CHAPTER 111
{ Engrossed Senate Bill No. 6061
MOTOR VEHICLES--
LBANDONED JUNK MOTOR VEHICLES

AN ACT Relating to motor vehicles; providing for the removal of
abandoned Jjunk mnotor vehicles; creating new sections; and
providing penalties.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

NEW SECTIOM. Section 1. For the purposes of this act, unless
a different meaning is plainly required:

(1) "Rhbandoned junk motor vehicle" means any motor vehicle
substantially meeting the following requirements:

(a) Left on private property for more than seventy-two hours
without the permission of the person having right to the possession
of the property, or a public street or other property open to the
public for purposes of vehicular travel or parking, or upon or within
the right of way of any road or highway, for forty-eight hours or
longer;

(b) Three years old, or oslder;

(c) Extencively damagyed, such damage including but not limited
to any of the following: A broken wirdow or windshield, missing
wheels, tires, motor, or trarsmission;

(d) Apparently inoperable;

(e} Without a valid, current registration plate;

(f) Having a fair market value of fifty dollars or less.

(2) "Motor vehicle wrecker" means every person, firm,
partnership, association, or corporation engaged in the business of
buying, selling, or dealing in vehicles of a type required tc be
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licensed under the laws of this state, for the purpose of wrecking,
dismantling, disassembling, or substantially changing the form of any
motor vehicle, or who buys or sells integral secondhand parts of
component material thereof, in whole or in part, and deals in
secondhand motor vehicle parts.

(3) "Scrap proce2ssor" means a licensed establishment that
raintains a hydraulic baler and shears, or a shredder for recycling
automobile salvage. .

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, any law enforcement officer having jurisdicticn or any person
authorized by the director of motor vehicles shail inspect and may
authorize the disposal of an abandoned Jjunk motor vehicle. The
officer eor authorized person shall recerd the make of such motor
vehicle, the serial number if available, and shall also detail the
damage or missing equipment to substantiate the value at fifty
dollars or less.

Any moneys arising from the disposal of abandoned 3junk motor
vehicle shall be deposited in the county general fund.

YEW SECTION. Sec. 3. No persen shall wilfully leave an
abandoned junk motor vehicle -on private property for more than
seventy-two hours without tHe permission of the person havirg the
right to possession of the property, or on & public street or other
property open to the public for purposes of vehicular +travel or
parking or wupon or within the right of way of any road or highway,
for forty-eight hours or longer without notification to the sheriff
of the <county or <o the chief of police of a city or town of the
reasons for leaving the motor vehicle in such a place.-

Por the purposes of this section, the fact +that a motor
vehicle has been so left without permission or notification is prira -
facie evidence of ahanrdonment.

Any person convicted of abandoning a motor vehicle shall bhe
fined'nof less than fifty nor more than one hundred dollars and shall
also be assessed any costs ipcurred by the county in disposing of
such abandoned junk motor vehicles, less any moneys accruing to the
county from such disposal.
