BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

Section 1. Section 29.18.120, chapter 2, Laws of 1965 and RCW
29.18.120 are each amended to read as follows:

So far as applicable, the provisions 1in relation to the
holding of electiens, the solicitation of voters at the polls, the
challenging of voters, the mwmanner of conducting elections, of
counting the ballots and making returns and canvass thereof, and all
other kindred subjects((7 tneluding the 3nle of intexicating 1igquers
during +the hours the poiis are epeny)) shall apply to all primaries
and the election officers shall have the same powers for. primary
elections‘as they have for general elections.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. It shall be unlawful for a candidate
for office or for nomnination thereto whose name appears upon the
ballot at any election to give to or purchase for another person, not
a member of his or her family, ary liquor in or wupon any prernises
licensed by the state for the sale of any such liquor by the drink
during +he hours that the polls are open on the day of such election.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. Sections 907 and 8(¢B, Code of 1881,
section 18, chapter 69, Laws of 1891, section 1, chapter 59, Laws of
1965 ex. sess. and RCW 66.44.260 are each hereby repealed.

RECORDINGS OR TAPES--
LABELING

AN ACT Relating to retail sales; providing for the identification of
the mnanufacturer of certain recordings and tapes; providing
penalties; and creating new sections.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASEINGTON:
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- NEW SECTION. Section 1. It shall be unlawful and a
misdemeanor for any retailer in this state to sell or offer to sell
any prerecorded sound or audio recording *ape or any prerecorded
video recording or tape unless such recording or tape bears the
actual name and address of the recorder on 1its face or package:
PROVIDED, That this act shall not be applicable to any said recording
or tape that 1is intended to be used for broadcast by commercial or
educational radio or television stations. Fach and every sale of
such recording or tape which does not bear the actual name and
address of the recorder shall constitute a separate violation of this
act. ’

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. Fach and every violation of section 1
of this act shall constitute a separate offense and be subject to a
fine no* to exceed one hundred dollars.

MOTOR VEHICLES--
SPECIAL AND PERSONALIZED LICENSE PLATES

AN ACT Relating to motor vehicles; authorizing special plates for
vehicles . of historic value; authorizing personalized plates;

u5.1$.310; creating new sections; and making an appropriation.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

Section 1. Section U46.16.310, chapter 12, laws of 1961 and

RCHW ué.16.31o are each amended to read as follows:

Notwithstanding any other provisions of +this chapter, any

motor vehicle, ((mere +tharn thirety years o2d)) manufactured during or

prior to the year 1931, and owned and operated primarily as a
collector's item shall, upor application and acceptance in the manrner
and at the time prescribed by the department, be issued a special
counenorative license plate in lieu of the regular license plates.
Any vehicles to be so licensed must be in good running order. In
addition to paying all other initial fees required by 1law, each
applicant shall pay a fee of twenty-five dollars, which fee shall
entitle kim to one permanent license plate valid for the life of the
vehicle,

The registration numbers and special license plates assigned
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
