NOTICE BY SECRETARY OF STATE
OF LOSS OF BUSINESS PRIVELZGE, MAILING

AN ACT Relating to corporations; amending section 4. chapter 92, laws
of 1969 ex. sess. -and RCW 23A.80.075. '
BE IT ENACTED BY THFE L®GISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

Section 1. Section 4, chapter 92, Laws of 7969 ex. sess. and
RCW 23A.40.075 are each amended to read as follows:

The arnnual license fee reqguired by RCR 23A.80.060, as now or
hereafter amended, and RCW 23A.80.140 is a tax on the privilege of
doing business as a corporation in the state of Washington, but is
not a tax on the privilege of existing as a corporatior. ¥o
corporation shall do business in this state without first having paid
its annual licaense fee, except as providad in RCW  232.36.01C and
23K.36.G20.

Failure of the corpecration te¢ pay its annual 1license fees
shall mnot derngate from the rights of its creditors, or prevent the
corporation from being sued and from d2fending lawsuits, nor shall it
release the corporation firom any of the duties or 1liabilities of a
corpcration under law. .

BEvery domestic corporation which shall fail for three
consecutive vyears to acguire an annual license for the privilege of
doing business in this state shall cease to exist as a corpo:ration on
tte third anniversary of the date it was last licensed to do business
in this state or in the case of a corporation which has never been
licensed, or thz thiird anniversary of the date of filing its articles
of 1incorvoration. #hern a corporation has ceased to exist by
operation of this section, remedies available to or against it shall
gurvive in the manner provided in RCW 234.28.250 and the directors of
the corporation shall hold +the title to the property of the
corporation as trustees for the Dbenefit of its creditors and
shareholders.

A domestic corporation which has not ceased to exist Dy
overation of 1law ray restore its privileg2 to do business by paying
the current annual licensz fee and a restcration fee which shall

include a sum equivalent +to th2 amount of annual license fees the
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
