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(1) constitutes a "consumer lease" as defined in section 2 of this act; or

(2) would constitute such a consumer lease but for the fact that:

(i) the lessee was not a natural person;

(i1) the lease was not primarily for personal, family, or household pur-
poses; or

(iii) the total contractual obligation exceeded twenty-five thousand
dollars.

NEW SECTION. Scc. 9. If any provision of this act or its application
to any person or circumstance is held invalid, the remainder of the act or
the application of the provision to other persons or circumstances is not
affected.

NEW SECTION. Scc. 10. Sections | through 8 of this act shall consti-
tute a new chapter in Title 63 RCW,
