DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS--CIVIL SERVICE EXEMPTIONS-
REMOVES INSTITUTIONAL INDUSTRIES STAFF

AN ACT Relating to civil service; and amending section 28, chapter 136, Laws of 1981 and
RCW 41.06.071.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:
Sec. 1. Section 28, chapter 136, Laws of 1981 and RCW 41.06.071 are

each amended to read as follows:
In addition to the exemptions provided under RCW 41.06.070, the pro-

visions of this chapter shall not apply in the department of corrections to the
secretary, the secretary's personal secretary, the deputy secretary, all divi-
sion directors and assistant directors, all facility superintendents and
associate superintendents for facilities with a resident capacity of fifty or
more and all management and sales staff of institutional industries ((Mid

PQLITICAL CONTRIBUTIONS- REPORTING---SPECIAL REPORT-500 OR
MORE

AN ACT Relating to reporting political contributions exceeding five hundred dollars; amend-
ing section 42, chapter 1, Laws of 1973 and RCW 42.17.420; and adding a new section to
chapter 42.17 RCW.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. There is added to chapter 42.17 RCW a new
section to read as follows:

(1) Campaign treasurers shall prepare and deliver to the commission a
special report regarding any contribution which:

(a) Exceeds five hundred dollars;
(b) Is from a single person or entity;
(c) Is received before an election; and
(d) Is received after the period covered by the last report required by

RCW 42.17.080 and 42.17.090 to be filed before that election.
(2) Any political committee making a contribution which exceeds five

hundred dollars shall also prepare and deliver to the commission the special
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
