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For the purpose of payment of contributions, "wages" means the remu-
neration paid by one employer during any calendar year to an individual in
its employment under this title or the unemployment compensation law of
any other state in the amount specified in RCW 50.24.010. If an employer
(hereinafter referred to as a successor employer) during any calendar year
acquires substantially all the operating assets of another employer (herein-
after referred to as a predecessor employer) or assets used in a separate unit
of a trade or business of a predecessor employer, and immediately after the
acquisition employs in his trade or business an individual who immediately
((prior-to)) before the acquisition was employed in the trade or business of
((such)) the predecessor employer, then, for the purposes of determining the
amount of remuneration paid by the successor employer to ((such)) the in-
dividual during ((such)) the calendar year which is subject to contributions,
any remuneration paid to ((such)) the individual by ((such)) the predeces-
sor employer durinig ((stch)) that calendar year and ((prio rto such)) before
th. acquisition shall be considered as having been paid by ((such)) the suc-
cessor employer.

For the purpose of payment of benefits, "wages" means the remunera-
tion payable by one or more employers to an individual for employment
under this title during his base year.

"Remuneration" means all compensation paid for personal services in-
cluding commissions and bonuses and the cash value of all compensation
paid in any medium other than cash. The reasonable cash value of compen-
sation paid in any medium other than cash and the reasonable value of
gratuities shall be estimated and determined in accordance with rules pre-
scribed by the commissioner. Remuneration does not include payments to
members of a reserve component of the armed forces of the United States,
including the organized militia of the state of Washington, for the perform-
ance of duty for periods not exceeding seventy-two hours at a time.

The annual additional tonnage permits provided for in this section shall
be issued upon such terms and conditions as may be prescribed by the de-
partment pursuant to general rules adopted by the transportation commis-
sion. Such permits shall entitle the permittee to carry such additional load
in ((such)) an amount and upon ((such)) highways or sections of highways
as may be determined by the department of transportation to be capable of
withstanding ((such)) increased gross load without undue injury to the
highway: PROVIDED, That the permits shall not be valid on any highway
where the use of such permits would deprive this state of federal funds for
highway purposes.

The annual additional tonnage permits provided for in this section shall
commence on the first of January of each year. The permits may be pur-
chased at any time, and if they are purchased for less than a full year, the
fee shall be one-twelfth of the full fee multiplied by the number of months,
including any fraction thereof, covered by the permit. When the department
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issues a duplicate permit to replace a lost or destroyed permit and where the
department transfers a permit from one vehicle to another a fee of five dol-
lars shall be charged for each ((such)) duplicate issued or each ((such))
transfer. The department of transportation shall issue ((strch)) permits on a
temporary basis for periods not less than five days at one dollar per day for
each two thousands pounds or fraction thereof.

The fees levied in RCW 46.44.0941 and this section shall not apply to
any vehicles owned and operated by the state of Washington, any county
within the state, or any city or town or metropolitan municipal corporation
within the state, or by the federal government.

In the case of fleets prorating license fees under the provisions of chap-
ter 46.85 RCW1 the fees provided for in this section shall be computed by
the department of transportation by applying the proportion of the
Washington mileage of the fleet in question to the total mileage of the fleet
as reported pursuant to chapter 46.85 RCW to the fees that would be re-
quired to purchase the additional weight allowance for all eligible vehicles
or combinations of vehicles for which the extra weight allowance is
requested.

The department of transportation shall prorate the fees provided in this
section only if the name of the operator or owner is submitted on official
listings of authorized fleet operators furnished by the department of licens-
ing. Listings furnished shall also include the percentage of mileage operated
in Washington which ((shalbe)) is the same percentage as determined by
the department of licensing, for purposes of prorating license fees.
