Intfroduction

The Sexual Assault Forensic Examination (SAFE) Best Practices Task Force, also referred to in this report as "the
Task Force," was created by Substitute House Bill 1068 in the 2015 legislative session. The Task Force is required
to review best practice models for managing all aspects of sexual assault examinations and for reducing the number
of untested sexual assault kits (SAKSs) in Washington. To that end, the duties of the Task Force include, but are not
limited to:

o Determining the number of untested SAKs in Washington;

e Researching the locations where the untested SAKSs are stored;

e Researching, reviewing, and making recommendations regarding legislative policy options for reducing the
number of untested SAKSs;

e Researching in-state and out-of-state best practice models for collaborative responses to victims of sexual
assault (from the point a SAK is collected to the conclusion of the investigation), and providing
recommendations regarding any existing gaps in Washington and resources that may be necessary to
address those gaps; and

e Researching, identifying, and making recommendations for securing non-state funding for testing SAKs,
and reporting on progress made toward securing such funding.

The Task Force membership is undertaking its mission with a shared belief that Washington can improve the care
of sexual assault survivors, do a better job coordinating multidisciplinary efforts to obtain justice, and reduce the
number of sexual assaults. To achieve this, the Task Force aims to undertake its mission by working openly and
collaboratively and by viewing the process through the eyes of sexual assault survivors.

The Task Force submitted a preliminary report and work plan in 2015, which can be found . The Task Force
submitted full annual reports with recommendations in 2016 and 2017, which can be found and :
respectively. The reports contain extensive background information and summaries of the Task Force's activities.

The Task Force was set to expire in June 30, 2018, but was extended by the Legislature in the 2018 Supplemental
Operating Budget through June 30, 2019.

2018 Task Force Activities

The Task Force convened two meetings during the 2018 legislative interim, occurring on October 3, 2018, and
December 12, 2018. The meetings included staff briefings, presentations from experts and practitioners, and
discussions. All meetings were open to the public. Meetings were recorded by TVW and are available to the public
online at Specific agenda items from 2018 meetings included:

¢ Monitoring the implementation of the Statewide SAK Tracking System;

e Monitoring the progress of SAK testing, including previously unsubmitted SAKs (from prior to 2015)
and new SAKSs collected after the enactment of the mandatory testing law;

¢ Receiving updates from the Attorney General's Office on fulfilling the requirements of the federal
SAK Initiative grant;

e Monitoring state funds and programs pertaining to sexual assault nurse examiner (SANE) services,
and evaluating additional options for increasing the availability of SANE training and services in all
parts of the state;

e Monitoring the implementation of law enforcement training requirements pertaining to sexual assault;

e Evaluating best practices for victim notification in sexual assault cases;

e Developing policy options for unreported SAKSs;

o Reviewing best practices for using case reviews to evaluate investigatory practices in sexual assault
cases; and

o Reviewing current practices for investigations and prosecutions of cold cases tied to previously
unsubmitted SAKs.

Recommendations

The Task Force reviewed and voted on proposals at its last meeting on December 12, 2018. The Task Force adopted
the following recommendations by a majority vote. The order does not reflect priority.

1. The Task Force recommends the state and other relevant entities review and implement past
recommendations adopted by the Task Force, including those in the and reports to the
Legislature and Governor.

2. The Task Force recommends the state establish and fund a public service announcement (PSA) informing
the public of resources for survivors of sexual assault. The PSA should include an apology for the
previous failures to fully meet the needs of survivors of sexual assault in Washington state. Multiple
advertisement platforms should be utilized to ensure most Washington residents can be reached.

3. The Task Force recommends all prosecutors and state attorneys who review and prosecute sexual assault
cases be required to train in trauma-informed interviewing techniques and develop trauma-informed
protocols for their sexual assault cases, whether declined or prosecuted.
