Assistive Listening Devices in Hearing Rooms
and Chambers

Assistive listening devices are available by request and may

be used at any seat in the Hearing Rooms, select conference
rooms, and public galleries in the House and Senate Chambers.
Headsets with induction neck-loops are available for persons
who are using hearing aids and cochlear implants with a “T”
switch. Ask your audiologist whether your hearing aid or cochlear
implant has a “T” switch (telecoil) and how to use it with an
assistive listening headset. Requests for headsets and neck-
loops should be directed to Senate or House Security staff.
