CHAPTER 11

[S. B. No. 1.]

LEGISLATIVE EXPENSES.
AN Act making appropriation for the expenses of the third legis-
lature of the State of Washington.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

Secrrox 1. That there be and there is hereby appro-
priated out of any money in the treasury of the state, not
otherwise appropriated, the sum of sixty thousand dollars,
or so much thereof as may be necessary, to pay the per
diem and mileage of the members and the salaries of the
officers and employés of the present session of the legisla-
ture of the State of Washington, and the other expenses
of this session.

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage and approval by the governor.
