Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

SECTION 1. That section 12 of an act entitled "An act
to define, regulate and govern the state penitentiary, and
declaring an emergency," approved March 9, 1891, be
and the same is amended to read as follows: Sec. 12.
