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association upon the payment of a fee in the sum of
$5.00.

Sec. 11. Such fraternal association shall be a
body politic and corporate with all powers and inci-
dents of a corporation upon its compliance with the
provisions of this act; Provided, however, That such
fraternal corporation shall not be subject to any
license fee or other corporate tax of commercial cor-
porations.

ACTION FOR INJURY OR DEATH OF CHILD.

AN Acr relating to actions for the death or injury of children
and amending Section 9 of the Code of Washington Terri-
tory of 1881.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington :

Seorroxn 1. That section 9 of the Code of Wash-
ington Territory of 1881, (section 184 of Reming-
ton’s Compiled Statutes; section 8264 of Pierce’s
1919 Code) be amended to read as follows:

Section 9. A father, or in case of his death or
desertion of his family, the mother may maintain an
action as plaintiff for the injury or death of a minor
child, or a child on whom either is dependent for
support, and the mother for the injury or death of an
illegitimate minor child, or an illegitimate child on
whom she is dependent for support,
