Secriox 1. That chapter CLXX (170), sections
2295-2310 of the Code of Washington Territory of
1881, and chapter LXXXVI (86) of the Laws of
1897, page 227, are hereby repealed: Provided, That
this repeal shall not be construed as affecting any
rights or liabilities accrued or accruing by reason
of mnegotiable instruments executed prior to the
taking effect of the acts hereby repealed or either
of them.
