POSTING ELECTION RETURNS.

AN AcT requiring precinct election officers to prepare copies of
the result of votes cast at their precincts for transmittal
to the county election board, and for posting at the polling
places; and prescribing a penalty for mutilation of or in-
terference with such copies.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. The precinct election officers shall
prepare, after each and every election, a copy of the

SEc. 2. The precinct election officers shall also,
following each and every election and before ad-
journing, post conspicuously, on the outside of the
