CHAPTER 62.

ABOLISHING THE CHARITABLE, EDUCATIONAL, PENAL
AND REFORMATORY INSTITUTION CURRENT
FUND.

AN Acr transferring certain monies in and to be paid into the
state treasury and abolishing the charitable, educational,
penal and reformatory institution current fund, and de-
fining the duties and powers of the state treasurer in con-
nection therewith, and declaring that this act shall take
effect April 1, 1935.

Be it enacted by the Legzslature of the State of
Washington:

Section 1. That all monies in the state treasury
to the credit of the charitable, educational, penal and
reformatory institution current fund on the first day
of April, 1935, and all monies thereafter paid into
the state treasury for, or to the credit of, the char-
itable, educational, penal and reformatory institution
current fund, shall be and are hereby transferred
to, and placed in, the general fund.

Sec. 2. That from and after the first day of
April, 1935, all appropriations made by the twenty-
fourth legislature from the charitable, educational,
penal and reformatory institution current fund shall
be paid out of monies in the general fund.

Sec. 3. That from and after the first day of

‘April, 1935, the charitable, educational, penal and

reformatory institution current fund in the state

~ treasury shall be and is hereby abolished.

Skec. 4. That this act is necessary for the imme-
diate support of the state government and its exist-
ing public institutions and shall take effect April
first, 1935.
